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[17] Have you ever heard of RoboCup, not RoboCon? While the Robot Contest (or RoboCon) is a lot better-known
domestically, RoboCup is far more widely acknowledged internationally. The RoboCup community meets to hold
international competitions every year, where of course the medium of communication is English. In this
presentation, I will provide an overall picture of what RoboCup is and how our school has been involved in this
international initiative in robotics. Most importantly, I will discuss its possible impact on English education at
colleges of technology, and even on the direction Japanese Kosens should go in the future.

[20] According to Skehan (1998), language learning as a young adult can be‘viewed as an example of the
human-information processing system at work.”From this perspective, kosen students can best be helped to learn
English by providing teaching materials and methods that improve their English“processing abilities”. That is to
say, methods that help students speed up and improve their English comprehension and production, so that they
may develop automaticity, as well as to grammaticalize their output (McLaughlin 1990, Gass 1997). This
presentation shows a series of English teaching materials that are meant to achieve these ends. The methods,
which include writing, dictation, internet, and self evaluation activities, will be explained and critiqued from a
cognitive learning perspective. Additionally, results from student surveys about the methods will be discussed.
