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® Many National Colleges of Technology have long benefited from the personal decision by students to
travel overseas by themselves to improve their English ability and broaden their cultural awareness. This is
often done through third-party services, therefore the college's involvement is minimal. Unfortunately
these third-party programmes were found unsuitable for our students in the Advanced Course, which created
a need for our college to develop and implement its own. The implementation of our college's own overseas
study programme presented a number of challenges such as: the low English level of students, locating the
appropriate school, coordinating with the teachers at the host school, providing orientation and guidance
for the students, and so on. In this report, we would like to share our methods and experiences in starting
up and carrying out such a programme with particular emphasis on the role of the English teacher.
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@ This school year I am in charge of the class for Intercultural Understanding. An approach based on
activities would be effective for the beginner students in this area to understand its concepts. In order to
have the students enjoy the diversity of the world, I am trying to develop and create activities for
multi-cultural understandings and global education that are appropriate for our students' language
competence and cultural interest. It will be a good opportunity to share some ideas of material culture and
non-material culture.
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
